Luminaire Maintenance and Operation

WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION

Step 1. Extend unswitched 24 hour AC supply of rated voltage to junction box. Leave at least 18 inches
of slack. Circuit should not be energized at this time.

Step 2. Disassemble fixture by removing the screw holding the front cover.

Step 3. Knock out hole to match the junction box. Insert bushing into wire access hole to prevent
abrasion on supply wires. Bring wires through back of fixture.

Step 4. Connect power supply and ground in accordance with local codes. Neutral line to white lead,
Live line to black lead, Ground to Green lead.
Note: Splice connections must be pushed back into the junction box.

Step 5. Mount to junction box.

Step 6. Reconnect battery male and female air connectors .

Step 7. Energize AC supply, LED indicator will come on.

Step 8. Reassemble front cover and screws removed in Step 2.
