TO REPLACE EDGELIT
1. It is a good idea to clean the fixture when doing this process. Avoid using harsh solvents or abrasives 

while cleaning fixture.
2. Open the lens door by pushing the spring latch away from the fixture.
3. Unscrew the “L” brackets (detail 1) from the door frame and remove the cover. 
4. Remove and dispose of it in a responsible manner.
5. Install new Edgelit, referring to wire passage to ensure the correct orientation. 
6. Place the  cover with driver on top of Edgelit and secure the “L” brackets.
7. Close by pushing lens door up. Ensure that spring latch engages completely.
8. Remove protected blue film from lens.
