1. Rough-in section

2. Wire nuts

3. Phillips and flat head screwdrivers or alternatively a 1/4" socket and driver.

Rough-In Section Installation

The C4LA15N series rough-in section comes with two mounting systems. Each system has multiple configurations to accommodate
commercial and residential installs. The instructions below will go into detail for each system. NOTE: To ensure proper installation it is
important the rough-in section is always secured to structural ceiling members.

System 1: Universal Mounting Bracket MOUNTING BRACKET

The brackets can be configured in the three MOUNTING \ 12" EMT
methods shown.

System 2: Adjustable Mounting Bars
Using the supplied screws mount

the rough-in section as shown in figure
4a. CAUTION: Be certain mounting
bars are locked together (see arrow)
before repositioning support while
rough-in section is in the figure 4a C
position. Then swing up into position

(automatically disengages lock) and "
secure to adjacent joist. This system

can accommodate different joist e \MOUNTING BAR

NOTE FOR 16" SPACING: When installing C4LAT5N into16" spacing, remove the wing brackets and place the screws back in their
original holes. The frame must be installed upright as shown in figure 4b, without using the swing feature of the mouhnting bars.
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Additional Installation Features

The rough-in section is height adjustable when using the
universal mounting bracket to secure within the ceiling,
This is accomplished by loosening the screws (both sides
of rough-in section) highlighted in figure 6. Second, this
rough-in section has a rotational feature for finishing
section adjustment. This feature will be locked from the
factory in a pre-set position. If adjustment is necessary; pull
lock down. Rotate and push back up into the vertical
position before inserting a finishing section.

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Driver Removal/Replacement

Locate the knurled nut holding the driver door in place, as
shown in figure 7a. Removing the nut will allow the door to
open. Pull the door, with driver attached, through the opening.

Disconnect driver from harness, line, nueutral and ground
connections, and remove the nuts fixing it to the door.

When replacing the door, line the bottom pegs up as shown in
figure 7b. Tilt the door into position (with driver inside JBOX),
ensuring wires are not pinched, and replace the knurled nut.
