1.  When the mains is on, the green indicator will be permanently on. It will check the connection of battery and the connection of LED

    module. When the mains is off, no test will perform.

2.  When there is a lamp failure at non-maintained mode, the indicator remains green but will turn red and be slow flashing after the

    failure is detected in a weekly function test.

3.  The luminaries on which you want to perform the duration tests must be connected to the mains supply for at least 24

    uninterrupted hours.

4.  When the fault is corrected, the indicator will only be reset to its normal status after mains reconnected or test switch pressed.

5.  An accuracy of the timing of the test interval is ensured that it has an accuracy of ±75 s per week. The timing function will be

    retained through periods of mains supply failure or interruption for up to 7 days.

6.  The battery charge shall not start if the cell temperature is below 0°C or above 60°C.

The operation mode can be selected with a switch, the default position is non-maintained.

Non-maintained operation - An emergency light fitting in ‘non-maintained’ mode will illuminate when the mains power fails.

Maintained operation – An emergency fitting in ‘maintained’ mode will always be illuminated, whether the main supply to the fitting is working or has failed.

The fixture provides a choice of self-test (EL-T) or manual test (EL) selectable with a switch, default position is self-test.

Both options can perform the same testing regimes (function tests once a week and duration tests twice a year).

Self-test option offers automation of those testing regimes, displaying the results of performed tests via indicator LEDs.
